2024 Gunnedah Young Woman Entrant Tips

As a Young Woman entrant, you will partake in a 20-minute interview with three judges. In
this interview you may be asked questions regarding the following topics:

e Local Politicians: e.g., Mayor and Councillors of Gunnedah.

e State Politicians: The Local Member, The NSW Premier and the party to which they belong,
Minister for Primary Industries.

e Federal Politicians: The Prime Minister, the Deputy Prime Minister, Governor General

e Other: Chairperson of the Agricultural Societies Council (ASC), Chairperson of the Royal
Agricultural Societies (RAS), the 2023 Gunnedah Showgirl, the 2023 Sydney Royal Showgirl.

e The Gunnedah Show Society President

e The judges may ask you about yourself, your passions, and any other interests you have listed
in your Form B.

e You may have to discuss the different industries in Gunnedah e.g., Agriculture, Coal Mining,
Coal Seam Gas exploration. Try to have an informed opinion on whether you believe these
industries can co-exist.

e Your community involvement or volunteer work.

e Be familiar with recent topics that surround Agriculture and communities in Regional NSW.
e You may be asked your opinion regarding global issues.

e If you had one day to show a stranger around Gunnedah, where would you take them?

o Why did you enter in the local Young Woman of the Year Competition?

o Remember to speak clearly, slowly and maintain good eye contact with the judges.

e If youdon’t know the answer to a question, simply say, “I’'m sorry, | don’t know the answer to
that question”. It is much safer than trying to make it up.

Please note: Entrants must be aged between 18 and 26 as of May 1st, 2024.
